& Cat Chatters

Second Chance Animal Shelter was
once again blessed to be able to 
provide assistance to the Humane

Society of The United States during Sept
and Oct. As one of HSUS’s Placement
Partners and as members of the National
Disaster Animal Response Team, our staff
had the honor of caring for and working
with over 50 Labrador Retrievers rescued
from the horrific conditions of a 
suspected VT puppy mill. As was 
published by HSUS in one of their news
releases dated Sept 21:  

“The Humane Society of the United
States assisted the Vermont State Police in
the seizure of more than 50 Labrador Retrievers from a
Vermont home where they were being kept in deplorable
conditions. The majority of the animals were extremely
malnourished and suffering from various parasitic and
other health concerns. The HSUS and other 
organizations cared for the dogs for seven weeks at a
temporary shelter while awaiting a hearing to determine
their custody. During that time, staff members from
Second Chance Animal Shelter, one of The HSUS’
emergency placement partners, also assisted with the
care of these dogs.” 

On Friday, Sept. 9, 2011, humane advocates were
thrilled to learn that The HSUS had gained custody of the
more than 50 dogs seized by the state of Vermont on July
26th. On the day of a civil forfeiture hearing to determine
custody, the owner voluntarily surrendered the dogs.  

Second Chance welcomed 12 of the dogs, including
one very special dog named Ebony, who had a broken
jaw that had been left untreated. “Being up there every
week, I just fell in love with Ebony,” said Second
Chance Executive Director Sheryl Blancato. “It broke
my heart that such a sweet dog had endured so much.
Many of these dogs, including Ebony, show signs of
being neglected and overbred. Labs are one of my
favorite breeds, therefore this case was especially close

to my heart.” “These dogs have demon-
strated amazing resilience,” said Alexis
Fox, Massachusetts state director for
The HSUS. “They had been so neglect-
ed, yet they licked our faces and wagged
their tails and worked diligently with
behaviorists to learn how to walk on a
leash, sit and trust humans. I am incred-
ibly grateful for all Second Chance has
done for these dogs, and I look forward
to seeing them go to forever homes.” 

To all of our wonderful volunteers
and staff who have helped us to care for
and help these beautiful Labs regain
their trust and faith in humans, the

Board of Directors extends their most sincere and heart-
felt appreciation. As of this writing all but one of the
twelve dogs have been placed in their forever homes.
Our “Special Need” dog Ebony who suffered a broken
jaw, has found the joy of being loved and doted on by her
new forever family. Her foster mom, Gayle, did all that
was necessary to prepare Ebony for her new life. We
simply do not have the words to thank all of our loving
fosters and volunteers for helping with this rescue.  

As we continue to relentlessly pursue our Mission to
end animal abuse and suffering and our Vision to be a
model shelter and provide a revolutionary model for the
pet and shelter industry, we strive to reach out further
and further to bring our resources to bear wherever we
can to help animals in need. Our work does not end at
simply providing shelter to homeless animals. It only
begins there. We will end animal suffering and euthana-
sia by our never ending work of implementing our
“Three Pronged Strategy” of providing shelter for the
homeless, providing high quality, low cost spay and
neuter to all and to provide education to pet owners to
help them overcome the behavioral issues that cause ani-
mals to be surrendered to a shelter.

Adoption Update!



I t never ceases to amaze me how quick-
ly a year can fly by! The leaves are
changing colors and the air is crisp

with the feel of fall. It was only a short
time ago that we were complaining about
the 90 degree days!!! 

The pace of change at Second Chance
moves even faster than the months of the
year. One year ago, in October, our
Wellness & Education Center opened for
business. Growth has been exponentially
successful over that one year. Spay/Neuter
Surgeries have skyrocketed from past
numbers of 2,200-2,300 to over 5,000 this
year. Vaccination Clinics are held once a
week as opposed to once a month. Our
training & education programs have 
blossomed as well. Classes are offered in a
wide range of subjects from general 
behavior to agility training. We now assist over 12
Massachusetts rescues; some as far out as Framingham,
by providing S/N services to the animals in their care as
well as offering our service to individual owners in those
areas. Our transport capability allows us to bring the ani-
mals to our Clinic and return them. Thanks to the gen-
erosity of foundations and charities such as Petco,
Petsmart and others we are able to provide low cost and
in some cases free services, to all who need help. 

Expansion of our Wellness Center has already begun.
A new 41ft x 20ft training, education and seminar room
is being added to allow us to provide greater educational
services to pets and their owners. This is being done
thanks to a cooperative arrangement with the Bay Path
Vocational School. The shelter will receive free labor for
the construction of this room, all we need to do is supply
the materials. We have been fortunate to raise some funds
for the materials and will continue to seek donations to
continue this project. A second surgery suite is also
planned to accommodate the growth we have seen in our
Spay/Neuter programs. We continue to relentlessly
implement our “Three Pronged” strategic plan for the
ending of animal suffering and abuse which focuses on
providing shelter and care for homeless pets, low cost
Spay/Neuter to end overpopulation and euthanization,
and education of pet owners to help keep animals in their
homes and not being surrendered due to correctable
behavioral issues.  

The Adoption Center Renovation is wrapping up. Our
animals, volunteers and potential adopters now enjoy a

brighter, more spacious building that pro-
vides a less stressful environment for our
“temporary residents” as well as a more
inviting atmosphere for their prospective
adopters. The new kennels have been filled
to the max over the past year due to the
continuing economic crisis. Second
Chance has been extremely active in assist-
ing other MArescues and municipal facili-
ties by taking in animals that they have no
room for and could face the possibility of
euthanization.  

Our partnership with the Humane
Society of the United States has allowed
our shelter to participate in the massive
effort being put forth by HSUS to end
puppy mills and remove animals from hor-
rendous situations such as dog fighting
rings and hoarding. We have deployed

trained staff to rescue missions around the country to
assist and have been blessed to be able to bring back to
our shelter a number of the great dogs that were saved in
these efforts. Our trained “National Disaster Animal
Team” members were also able to assist the communities
of Brimfield and Monson during the devastating June tor-
nado. Displaced animals were rescued and provided tem-
porary shelter until their owners were able to take them
back. Second Chance was also able to provide pet food
for families who so desperately needed it. Our work to
end animal suffering and abuse and our ability to reach
out further continues to expand. We are blessed to have
the greatest volunteers to make it this all happen. 

Our efforts are 24-7!! Funding our mission is a full
time effort.  Grant writing, fund raising events, newslet-
ters that spread our word and the ongoing training of our
staff are daily events that fuel our engine. As we reach
out to help more animals and their owners, the demand
for funding becomes critical to support the effort. So as
we prepare for the holidays and the start of a new year,
we renew our pledge to fulfill the Mission and Vision of
our “Little Shelter.” We need all of you more than ever!!
Know that the animals recognize your sacrifices for them
and will be forever indebted to you for all you do for
them. We can rest easy knowing that the animals in 
our care are safe and loved. It is those that are still 
“out there” that we shed our tears for and work tirelessly
to rescue.

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Why should I adopt a pet? 
Maybe because it is good for my health! 

• Natural mood enhancers:It takes only about 15
minutes with a dog or cat or watching fish swim to feel
less anxious and less stressed. The level of cortisol (a
hormone associated with stress) is reduced while the
production of serotonin (a chemical associated with
well-being) is increased. 

• Fight depression: No one loves you more 
unconditionally than your pet. A pet will listen to you
talk as long as you want to talk. Petting a dog or cat has
a calming effect. And taking care of a pet takes you out
of yourself and helps you feel better about the way you
spend your time. 

• Fewerallergies - stronger immunity: Research has
shown that children who grow up in a home with a dog
or cat (or live on a farm with large animals) are less 
likely to develop allergies. Also, higher levels of certain
immune system chemicals indicate a stronger immune
system activation which will help keep them healthy as
they get older. 

• Overcoming the limitations of ADHD: Kids
with ADHD can benefit from working with and keeping
a pet. Taking charge of the tasks on a pet care schedule
helps a child learn to plan and be responsible. Pets need
to play, and are an excellent way to release excess ener-
gy which means an easier time falling asleep at bed time.
Because the bond between pet and child is uncondition-
al love, pets can help children with ADHD learn about
self-esteem.

Pets Are Good Medicine! 

Cat & Dog Myths
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• Myth: Cats will land on their feet: Cats are
champs at landing feet first over short distances
due to a highly flexible backbone. But
they do sometimes land on their
heads! Beyond one – two stories,
their feet cannot “break” the fall.
Their heads and bodies collide with
the ground, causing severe injuries.
Cats with access to an elevated, open
window may focus so intently on a
bird they lose their balance and fall –
called high-rise syndrome. 

• Myth: Cats need milk:Giving your pet a saucer of
cow’s mild could make it vomit or have diarrhea.
Kittens drink their mother’s milk until they are weaned
and older cats may like the taste of cow’s milk.
However, adult cats don’t have much lactase, the
enzyme needed to break down the lactose sugar in milk.
The result is often uncomfortable for them and messy
for you. 

• Myth: Tail wagging dog = happy dog:A dog wags his
tail in three very different moods – only one is happy.
When the tail is unusually high and stiff, the dog is agi-

tated and ready to protect his turf. A tail held
low and wagged very quickly shows a scared

and submissive dog. A happy dog wags
his tail in its natural, mid-level posi-
tion – his ears, mouth and body will

look relaxed. 

• Myth: Dogs need bones: Ancient dogs (wolves)
ate plenty of bones. Today, pet dogs get all the calcium

and nutrients they need from kibble. Bones satisfy the
intense canine chewing instinct but can choke a dog or
break into knife-like splinters.. Edible chewies or sturdy
rubber chew toys from the store are a safer choice. And
of course any time your dog has a chew type object it
should be under your watchful eye. 

• FACT: Smoking kills cats and dogs:Secondhand
smoke causes at least two fatal cancers in cats – lym-
phoma and oral carcinoma. Housecats get a double dose
of toxins by breathing the smoke in the air and by lick-
ing the residue off their fur when grooming. Dogs with
long noses may develop cancerous nasal tumors; short
nosed breeds are more prone to lung cancer.

LEASH: A strap which attaches to your
collar, enabling you to lead your person
where you want him/her to go. DOG
BED: any soft, clean surface, such as the
white bedspread in the guest room or the
newly upholstered couch in the living
room. DROOL: Is what you do when
your persons have food and you don't. To
do this properly you must sit as close as
you can and look sad and let the drool fall
to the floor, or better yet, on their laps.
SNIFF: A social custom to use when you
greet other dogs. Place your nose as close
as you can to the other dog’s back end
and inhale deeply, repeat several times
until your person makes you stop.
GARBAGE CAN:A container which your neighbors put
out once a week to test your ingenuity. You must stand
on your hind legs and try to push the lid off with your
nose. If you do it right you are rewarded with margarine
wrappers to shred, beef bones to consume and moldy
crusts of bread. BICYCLES: Two-wheeled exercise
machines, invented for dogs to control body fat. To get
maximum aerobic benefit, you must hide behind a bush
and dash out, bark loudly and run alongside for a few
yards; the person then swerves and falls into the bushes,
and you prance away. DEAFNESS: This is a malady
which affects dogs when their person wants them in and
they want to stay out. Symptoms include staring blankly

at the person, then running in the opposite
direction, or lying down. THUNDER: This
is a signal that the world is coming to an end.
Humans remain amazingly calm during
thunderstorms, so it is necessary to warn
them of the danger by trembling uncontrol-
lably, panting, rolling your eyes wildly, and
following at their heels. WASTEBASKET:
This is a dog toy filled with paper, envelopes,
and old candy wrapper. When you get bored,
turn over the basket and strew the papers all
over the house until your person comes
home. SOFAS: Are to dogs like napkins are
to people. After eating it is polite to run up
and down the front of the sofa and wipe your
whiskers clean. BATH: This is a process by

which the humans drench the floor, walls and them-
selves. You can help by shaking vigorously and fre-
quently. LEAN: Every good dogs's response to the com-
mand "Sit!", especially if your person is dressed BUMP:
The best way to get your human's attention when they
are drinking a fresh cup of coffee or tea. GOOSE
BUMP: A maneuver to use as a last resort when the
Regular Bump doesn't get the attention you
require.....especially effective when combined with The
Sniff. See above.LOVE: Is a feeling of intense affec-
tion, given freely and without restriction. The best way
you can show your love is to wag your tail. If you're
lucky, a human will love you in return.

Healthiest Dog Treats Ever 
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L ooking for a healthy snack for your dog? There
are certainly lots of choices out there. You could
go to the pet or feed store and find another endless

aisle with a head spinning array of tidbits in attractive
packaging with all sorts of claims printed on them. But
anything on the shelf has to be cooked enough so there’s
not much good left in it and likely contains salt or other
preservatives. That makes it junk food for dogs in my
book. One or two once in a while isn’t so bad but no dog
needs a junk food habit any more than any human does. 

If you have at least a little skill and inclination in the
kitchen you could get an unlimited number of home-
made dog treat recipes from the internet. There’s all
kinds: baked cake- and cookie-like treats, no bake tid-
bits, dehydrated concoctions. But after sifting through a
bunch of recipes a time or two, I decided that time was
better spent taking the dogs for a walk. 

My all time number one favorite treat for dogs is
fresh produce. And gee you can get it in the same places
where you get your own food! Maybe your pooch can
even inspire you to get more fruit and veg into your own
diet. 

Be sure to cut things up small enough to not be a
choke hazard. Remember, your dog does not have molar
teeth for grinding food up finely and fresh produce does
not crumble like dog biscuits do! 

What to get? Well you’re going to have to experiment
to see what your dog likes. And there’s a few “maybes”
and “don’ts” to watch out for. But you might start with
these yummies that have gotten paws up in my house: 

* Apples - no seeds, those contain
cyanide, as do the stones and seeds of
most fruits. Also please either
remove the skin or wash double
extra careful as a LOTof pesticide
is used to keep the bugs off them in
the trees. 
* Blueberries – these get stolen right
off the tree they’re so popular! 
* Carrots – Did you know those “baby”
ones are just cut that way so they can charge a lot
more? Go ahead and buy the whole carrots – you only
have to cut them into chunks for your dog. Even if
you’re not good with a knife you can handle it. 
* Green beans –I feed these whole, one at a time 
* Kohlrabi – I just give them the white crunchy part 

* Sugar pumpkins and all kinds of squashes and their
seeds
* Tomatoes(See caution below) 

Fruits and vegetables that are identified on some
lists as toxic to dogs but listed as okay on others: 

* Avocado -AvoDerm brand dog food includes it in their
formula and I haven’t heard about a rash of lawsuits
against them. 
* Broccoli (I use this a little as part of the daily veg puree
– will blog about this more another time) Never tried
feeding it raw 
* Garlic – sometimes you see this recommended as a
natural pest repellant 
* Mushrooms 
* Tomatoes 

Fruits and Vegetables NEVER to give 
– definitely on the poisonous for
dogs list: 

* Grapes (and in case it’s not clear,
that includes raisins) 
* Onions (chances are your dog
wouldn’t like them anyway) 
* Any hint of green on a potato.White potatoes are
okay, but check the piece you give your pooch very
carefully. 
* Tr ee nuts.Since I can never remember which nuts
come from trees and which don’t, I just never feed any.
If you’re a nut expert, be sure to give Poochini the
unsalted kind. 
* Cherries. These are too expensive and too hard to
wash well anyway. Also remember the pits contain
cyanide. 

You might be surprised to find that your dog does in
fact like at least some fruits and vegetables. Sometimes
you can generate interest by having a few bites yourself
then offering to share. I don’t normally advocate feeding
from your plate or prep area, but if that’s what it takes to
get your dog interested in vegetables, so be it. Just make
sure that in the long run YOU decide when to share treats
and don’t reward random begging. 

Finally, remember to always observe your dog 
carefully whenever exposing her to ANYTHING new.
