\ e challenges we never dreamed of. When we began
planning the 2020 Dinner Auction, we were excited
to tell you about the amazing year 2019 was for
pets in need. We helped an astounding 40,000 animals last year
through our veterinary hospitals offering subsidized rates, vaccine clin-
ics in our hospitals and in the community with mobile units, and a myri-
ad of other community programs in addition to our adoption program.

“More Than Just a Shelter”

As the March auction was being rescheduled, and rescheduled again,
Second Chance staff was rising to every challenge 2020 threw at us,
finding new ways to do things so we could continue helping pets
throughout the pandemic. Our dedicated staff, now deemed essential,
was there for pets and their owners when other veterinary providers
were forced to limit or suspend services. We were determined to serve
the pets who needed help now more than ever. Emergency surgeries
were directed to just one of our hospitals to conserve critical supplies.
Veterinary care switched to a curbside process where we continue to
see two to three-times our normal caseload, and the Adoption Center
began admitting visitors one family at a time with enhanced cleaning in
between to safeguard the health of all. Most recently, vaccine clinics
resumed with a pre-registration process that eliminated lengthy
paperwork and lines; it’s so popular with pet owners that we’ll be
keeping it in place.

While we look forward to a time when so many precautions are no
longer necessary, Second Chance has embraced this unique opportuni-
ty to discover and learn in the name of helping animals as we look
forward to our next adventure. Renovations have begun on what will
be home to not only our fourth full-service Community Veterinary
Hospital in Southbridge, but also a veterinary science teaching hospital
in collaboration with Bay Path Regional Vocational Technical High
School. The lower level will host a classroom and learning lab for a new
Bay Path curriculum where students can complete their vocational
education on site and have access to observe and work in a real-world
hospital for hands-on training. We are excited to bring this new oppor-
tunity to youth who have a passion for animals and want to explore a
career in the world of animal welfare.
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We offer our deepest gratitude on behalf of all our staff and
volunteers, and the many pets you are helping. We hope to be
able to celebrate with you in person for the 2021 Dinner Auction
scheduled for May 15, 2021 and wish you and family well.
